CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the services

The Contractor shall furnish all labour and equipment* as necessary, to perform fuel distribution within Camp Butmir and EUFOR hangar at the International Airport Sarajevo. 

  * Fuel supply is not part of this contract.


Types and estimated quantities of fuel to be distributed are: Unleaded (40 000 lit/year) and Diesel fuel (1 400 000 lit/year).

It is important to note that the quantities indicated are not guaranteed and it should be anticipated that those may be altered at any time during the Bidding process and/or during the proposed contract period.
7. Number and titles of lots

The contract is not divided in lots and bidders should bid for the complete scope of services indicated in the bidding dossier.
TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility

Participation to this procedure is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons of the Member States of the European Union Turkey, Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway, Albania, Chile, FYROM, Mexico, Montenegro, Aruba, Canada, Hong Kong, Israel, Japan, Singapore, South Korea, Switzerland, Chinese Taipei, United States of America, Bosnia and Herzegovina and neighbouring countries in accordance with Part II Article 3 and Part IV Article 3 of the EU Financial Rules applicable for expenditure financed through the ATHENA mechanism.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Bidders must submit a duly signed declaration, included in the Bid submission Form for a Service Contract.
10. Number of bids
Bidders may submit only one bid for the complete scope of services as outlined in the bidding documentation.
11. Bid guarantee

Bidders must provide a bid guarantee of 1,500.00 EUR when submitting their bid. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful bidders once the bidding procedure has been completed and to the successful bidder upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful bidder will be required to provide a performance guarantee of 10 % of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. If the selected bidder fails to provide such a guarantee, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the bidder which has submitted the second best admissible bid.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

No information meeting / site visit is planned.

14. Bid validity

Bids must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of bids.

15. Period of performance
The contract shall have an initial duration of one year (01 Jan 2017 – 31 Dec 2017) with a possibility to be extended on a yearly basis until 31 December 2018.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria

The selection criteria are specified in the published bidding dossier and will consist of:
· Administrative compliance

· The following criteria will be considered during the technical evaluation:

1. Economical / Financial Capacity criteria: 

a) The bidder must have an average annual turn-over related to similar services of at least 250,000 EUR during the past 3 years (2015, 2014 and 2013). 
2. Professional Capacity criteria: 

a) All categories of proposed personnel to be employed for the provision of the subject service shall have the required qualifications and required certificates relevant to their proposed function (hazardous material handling and fuel quality assurance certificate; fuel distribution volume calculation certificate; valid copies of ADR certificates, minimum 5 years specific experience). 
3. Technical Capacity criteria: 

a) The bidder must have executed successfully at least one contract/project for fuel distribution services similar to the requirements of the subject terms of reference (Annex II), and for a value of at least 100,000 EUR during the past 3 years (2015, 2014 and 2013). 
4. Technical Compliance criteria: 

The bidder’s technical proposed offer is fully compliant in all aspects with the requirements and desired outputs outlined in the terms of reference (Annex II, Part B of this bidding dossier). 
17. Award criteria

Lowest Price, while being fully administratively and technical compliant.
