6. Description of the supplies
The subject of the contract is supply and delivery of various vehicles, divided in 5 Lots to HQ EUFOR, Camp Butmir Sarajevo, 71210 Ilidza, Bosnia and Hercegovina, DAP (delivered at place), as per offered delivery deadline.

7. Number and titles of lots

This bidding procedure is divided into lots: 

LOT 1 – NEW BUS and/or


LOT 2 – NEW ELECTRIC VEHICLES and/or


LOT 3 – NEW 4 x 4 VEHICLE and/or

LOT 4 - NEW LIGHT SUV 4 X 4 VEHICLES and/or

LOT 5 – USED (SECOND HAND) TELESCOPIC HANDLER 

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility

Participation to this procedure is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons of the Member States of the European Union Turkey, Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway, Albania, Chile, Republic of North Macedonia, Mexico, Montenegro, Aruba, Canada, Hong Kong, Special Administrative Region of the People’s Republic of China, Israel, Japan, Singapore, South Korea, Switzerland, Taiwan the United Kingdom, the United States of America, Bosnia and Herzegovina and neighbouring countries, in accordance with Part II Article 3 and Part IV Article 3 of the EPF Implementing Rules applicable for expenditure financed through the Facility mechanism.  
9. Grounds for exclusion

Bidders must submit a duly signed declaration, included in the Bid submission Form for a Supply Contract and Annex VI – Declaration of honour on exclusion and selection criteria. 
10. Number of bids
Bidders may submit only one bid for Lot 1 through Lot 5, for the complete scope of supplies as outlined in the bidding documentation. Bids for parts of lots will not be considered. 
11. Bid guarantee

Bidders must provide a bid guarantee:

- LOT 1 – 3,500.00 EUR (7,000.00 BAM),

- LOT 2 – 2,000.00 EUR (4,000.00 BAM) 

- LOT 3 – 700.00 EUR (1,400.00 BAM),

- LOT 4 – 1,000.00 EUR (2,000.00 BAM),

- LOT 5 – 1,000.00 EUR (2,000.00 BAM),

- If applying for more than one lot, bid guarantee amount will be determined by   adding above lot amounts applying for. 

This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful bidders once the bidding procedure has been completed and to the successful bidder upon signature of the contract by all parties.
12. Performance guarantee

Lot 1, Lot 2, Lot 3 and Lot 4  - The successful bidder will be required to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. If the selected bidder fails to provide such a guarantee, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the bidder which has submitted the second best admissible bid.
Lot 5 – performance guarantee not required.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

No information meeting is planned.

14. Bid validity

Bids must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of bids.
15. Period of performance
All Lots - Delivery period shall be in accordance with offered delivery period, from contract signature. 
Lot 1 through Lot 4 - Warranty period shall be at least two (2) years from provisional acceptance.
Lot 5 – Warranty period shall be at least six (6) months from provisional acceptance.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA
16. Selection criteria 
The selection criteria shall be specified when bidding dossier is published and will consist of:

3.2. Compliance with technical specification (Annex II), (Lot 5)

4. Lot 1 through Lot 4  - The bidder must provide evidence that he has been the main contractor for at least one (01) contract consisting of providing supplies as this contract/s during the past 3 (three) years (2023, 2022, and 2021).
5. Lot 1 through Lot 4 - The bidder must have an average annual turn-over of at least 300,000.00 EUR during the past 3 (three) years (2023, 2022, and 2021).
17. Award criteria (Lot 1, Lot 2, Lot 3 and Lot 4)
The contract will be awarded to the lowest priced bidder, while being administratively and technically compliant.
Award criteria (Lot 4)
The contract will be awarded to the lowest priced bidder, while being administratively and technically compliant and after the physical inspection of offered machine by designated EUFOR personnel.
